Reports from the Officers

Treasurer –

Anne Tait reported the club had a good year financially.  The small boat program did extremely well.  The PRYC received a grant of $4750 from BC Gaming, $2859 from Service Canada and raised $1600 for our Kids at Risk program.  Our loan payment of $ 3300 was paid leaving a final balance of $ 3400 to be paid this upcoming year.

Reports from the Committees

Small Boat Program -

Brian Kyle reported the Small Boat Committee had a great year.  A deal was made with the City of Powell to allow a small boat dock in the South Harbour.  There are plans for a larger 

16x40 dock over the next few months.  The small boat program put 53 people through, two weeks of which were adults.  The 8-16 year old programs were full all summer.  The success of the program resulted in an additional fall program and a request for a spring program.  Classes will be larger next year.  The 2014 schedules are on our website.  The program completed with a modest surplus.  A storage shed for equipment was placed at the South Harbour.  A laser was purchased complete with extra masts and sails.  The Pumpkin Bowl was attended.

Ruth Kjorven reported the club received a wonderful letter from the people at Family Services thanking us for getting 6 children involved in sailing this year.  We had 6 club members and the Lions Club step forward to donate $250 each to cover camp fees.  It’s a wonderful way to support the community, if interested please contact Terry Noreault or Anne Tait.

Keel Boat Racing -

Gary Fribance reported a successful year of racing with 8 boats attending steadily.  The race committee would like to see a novice division created to increase the numbers.  Thanks were given to Kim Brown for chairing the morning race meetings, Ray Hogan for handicapping the boats, Terry Noreault for the scoring and Dan Dyble for arranging the trophies.

Cruising  -
Ruth Kjorven reported on a great summer of cruising.  There were 7 multi-day cruises as well as 2 day cruises.  The Vanada lunch cruise had 10 boats and 36 people.  Cruise photos were sent in and are on the Cruising Page of our website.  A new online registration for the cruises was put on the website this past year which made organizing easier.  5-9 boats participated each weekend, the success was the involvment and participation.
